Mark your calendars and clean out your medicine cabinet of all your unwanted, unused, and expired medica-
tions.  Bring these meds out to the Barry County Fairgrounds on Saturday, May 13, 2017, between 9:00 AM -1:00 
PM, and they will be properly handled and disposed of for you WITHOUT HARMING THE ENVIRONMENT or other 
PEOPLE.   

Prescriptions, including most controlled substances, and over the counter medications will be ac-
cepted.  Please bring medication in its proper container and REMOVE or BLACK OUT any personal 
information, such as names and addresses, from prescription bottles.
